Directions:
From New Haven & Points North - Take I-95 South to Exit 22. At end of ramp, turn left. Go under I-95 and railroad 
tracks to stoplight at intersection with Post Road. Turn right, go one block to traffic light; turn left onto Beach Road. Cross 
Old Post Road. Museum entrance is on your right.
From Westport, N.Y. & Points South - Take I-95 North to Exit 22 (follow signs & stay to right of McDonald’s plaza). At 
end of ramp, turn right. Go under railroad tracks to stop light at intersection with Post Road. Go straight across intersec-
tion; turns into Beach Road. Cross Old Post Road. Museum entrance is on your right.

From Merritt/Hutchinson Parkway (North or South) - Take Exit 44 onto Black Rock Turnpike, follow “Fairfield” signs. 
Watch for Route 135 signs, and take right onto Rte 135; follow past Fairfield University into town. Stay on route 135, under 
I-95 and railroad tracks to stoplight at intersection with Post Road. Turn right, go one block to traffic light; turn left onto 
Beach Road. Cross Old Post Road. Museum entrance is on your right.

From 25/8 Connector - Take Route 8 Connector south to Bridgeport; take 95 South. Follow above directions From New 
Haven & Points North.

Due to the recession, nonprofits are actively engaging their Board members in ways they never imagined. Given the cur-
rent economic realities “business as usual” is not an option. Do you really know what you want from your Board and how 
they can help your nonprofit in a meaningful way?
This session will examine the 10 things that you can do to enhance your relationship with your Board members. We will 
discuss the difference between stewardship and leadership, and strategies for managing challenging crisis behaviors such 
as micro-management; meddling; disengagement and resistance to decision-making that can limit performance of a non-
profit and hamper growth.
You will learn four approaches to positioning your case that can help you get the support you need from your Board mem-
bers to make much-needed changes. You will also gain an understanding of how to strengthen your Board’s commitment 
to your organization so that it can rise to the challenge of meeting its mission.

From Greenwich/Stamford
I-95 North: Take Exit 15 and merge onto RT 7 N toward Norwalk/Danbury, drive 1.8 miles. Take the New 
Canaan Ave/CT-123 exit, Exit 2, and drive 0.4 mile. Turn LEFT onto New Canaan Ave/CT-123, then turn LEFT 
onto Main St. Main St. becomes Main Ave. Drive 0.7 mile. At the traffic signal across from the shopping center, 
enter the building driveway, drive straight up the ramp and park in the garage.
Merritt Parkway/15 North: Take Exit 40A. Turn RIGHT onto Main Avenue (RT 7). 383 Main Ave. is immedi-
ately on the right, at the first traffic signal. Drive straight up the driveway and park in the garage.
From Bridgeport/Westport
I-95 South: Take Exit 15 and merge onto RT 7 N toward Norwalk/Danbury, drive 1.5 miles. Take the New Ca-
naan Ave/CT-123 exit, Exit 2, and drive 0.4 mile. Turn LEFT onto New Canaan Ave/CT-123, then turn LEFT 
onto Main St. Main St. becomes Main Ave. Drive 0.7 mile. At the traffic signal across from the shopping center, 
enter the building driveway, drive straight up the ramp and park in the garage.
Merritt Parkway/15 South Take Exit 40A. Turn RIGHT onto Main Avenue (RT 7). 383 Main Ave. is immediately 
on the right, at the first traffic signal. Drive straight up the driveway and park in the garage.
